Inspection Requirements for Rentals & Resale COs

Inspection by building official consists of a visual inspection only.  It is not a thorough, in depth structural inspection of the structure.  A complete inspection of the property can be obtained from a registered home inspection agency.

  1.  General condition of lot, and exterior of structure. Bulkhead condition on Waterfront Properties
  2.  Porch, deck, stair condition – (note: handrails required on stairways consisting of three or more risers-guardrails required on all open sides of decks and stairways 30” or more, above grade.  Existing code requires guardrail design with maximum 4” openings, open stair risers not permitted.)
  3. Smoke detectors required within 10’ of any bedroom door; min. one detector each floor level (including basements) can be battery powered in existing older structures (min. requirements).
  4. Acceptable electrical and plumbing systems.
  5. Proper venting of heating equipment.
  6. Safety relief valves on hot water heaters and boilers are required; pipe downward to within 6” of floor. (No plastic piping)
  7. Approved separation between garages and adjacent living area (includes doors) is required.  Contact inspector for more detailed information.
  8. General condition of interior of structure
  9. House numbers affixed to structure, 3” numbers-residential use, 6” numbers-commercial.
10. In addition, an approved water test of existing well water shall be required (by Board of Health) when applicable.
11. A notarized statement by owner for resales (licensed plumber for renters) verifying condition of heating system and hot water system is required.
12. Chimney caps required on all chimneys for fireplaces (to prohibit entry of animals).
13. CO detector
14. Anti-tilt bracket on stove
15. 3 lb. ABC type Fire Extinguisher mounted in kitchen
Outdoor storage sheds
 1) “Outdoor Storage Shed” shall be defined as any structure that is used for storage of personality.         
 2) An outdoor shed shall not exceed 100 square feet.  Any outdoor storage shed exceeding 100 sq. ft. or not complying with this ordinance shall require formal site plan review by the appropriate land use board.
 3) An outdoor storage shed shall be located in any yard area other than the front with minimum side and rear yard setbacks of three (3) feet.  If however, the outdoor storage shed is located on a lot which is adjacent to a navigable lagoon area, the outdoor storage shed shall be located within three (3) feet of the existing principal structure and conform with all side and rear yard zoning requirements.  The rear deck area may be considered part of the principal structure.  The shed, however must be minimum of ten (10) feet from the lagoon mean high line or bulkhead even if attached to an existing structure.  A navigable lagoon shall be defined as recognized by the United States Army Corps of Engineers of NJDEP as applicable regulations.
 4) The outdoor storage shed shall not exceed a building height of ten (10) feet.
 FENCES
1) Open-fencing, having consistent density of no greater than 45% (so as to allow 55% of light and view through), shall not exceed six feet in height when erected and located in the rear or side yards at or behind the front building line nor four feet in height when erected and located in the side or front yards forward of the front of the building line.  All other more solid fencing shall not exceed six feet in height and shall not be permitted to be erected or located forward of the front of the building line.
 2) All fences erected or located in residential zoning districts upon property adjoining or abutting a lagoon, creek, waterway, bay or other body of water shall consist of open-fencing having consistent density of not greater than 45% (so as to follow 55% of light and view through), not more than five feet in height when erected and located in the rear or side yards at or behind the front building line nor four feet in height when erected and located in the side or front yards forward of the front building line.
 3) On corner properties, fences forward of the building lines on both intersecting streets shall have a 45% density; shall not exceed (4) feet in height and shall meet the requirements of Section 96-19 (E).

OUTDOOR POOLS (Includes all residential aboveground, in-ground or on-ground pools, hot tubs and spas)
1. All pools must conform to the following setbacks:

a. Six (6) feet side and rear property lines;

b. If on a lagoon or water front, ten (10) feet from the bulkhead (water side);

c. Ten (10) feet from any street property line;

d. Five (5) feet from a house that is built on a foundation (slab or crawl space) or on pilings;

e. Ten (10) feet from a house with a basement.

2. All residential pools, hot tubs and spas require a barrier which will provide protection against potential drowning and near-drowning by restricting access to the pool, hot tub or spa.  We recommend that home owners contact homeowners insurance carrier and the borough construction official, prior to starting the permitting process, to obtain the latest available information.
YARD SALE (includes garage sale)

1. All outdoor noncommercial or residential sale of goods shall comply with the following:

a. Fill out and have approved a “Yard Sale Application” form, available at the construction office, at least five (5) days prior to the sale;

b. All sales are limited to daylight hours of three (3) consecutive days;

c. All sales on the premises of the applicant;
d. All signs posted to identify the time, date, place and direction of/to the sale shall be removed by end of daylight of the day following the sale;

e. The maximum number of sales per property owner/resident is limited to three (3) per calendar year;

f. All sales shall conform to §255-45, Tuckerton Borough Code, regarding outdoor display of goods;

g. There shall be no display or sales of any goods on any public sidewalk or street.
