  In an effort to provide a safe school year, address student safety concerns, and provide a safe drop off/pick up environment for your children, the Tuckerton Police Department will be enforcing all motor vehicle laws with special attention to the following:
No parking within a crosswalk

No parking where it is posted “No Parking”

No double parking
No dropping off of children in the roadway
Yield to Pedestrians in the crosswalks
If the operator of a vehicle has to leave their vehicle unattended for any length of time please park in the lot and do not leave cars on the road as they interfere with traffic flow.

With the school being the central point of focus for the arrival and departure of hundreds of students, cars, buses and other vehicle traffic utilizing the roadway, it is critical for every motorist to take extra precautions and be courteous. 

School administrators, teachers, police officials, crossing guards and parents have all witnessed dangerous behaviors by drivers near schools. Everyone needs to do their part in keeping school community safe.

Listed below are actual examples of parents causing or being a serious traffic hazard:

· Parking in the drop off zone and engaging in lengthy conversation with other parents.

· Double-parking a vehicle in a school zone.

· Unloading children into the lane of travel or calling a child to cross the street in the middle of the block while waiting in the car.

· Blocking traffic in a school zone while dropping off or picking up a child.

· Allowing a child to exit the car into traffic rather than on the sidewalk side of the car.

· Stopping a car in a crosswalk, blocking visibility for children and other motorists.

· Driving beside the bus, sounding the horn and requesting the bus driver to stop, so that a forgotten item could be delivered to a child.

· Illegally passing a loading or unloading school bus.

For the children’s sake, please be responsible, courteous to others, safety conscious and use good judgment!
School Bus Tips
for Students

Listen to your school bus driver. The driver is in charge of the bus and the riders.
 Here are some things you need to do:
Before the Bus Arrives!

• Get to the bus stop at least five minutes before the bus is scheduled to arrive.

• Stand at least five steps from the edge of the road.

• Be careful…the bus stop is not a play area.

Getting On and Off the Bus!

• Wait until the bus comes to a complete stop.

• Be careful not to catch clothing and backpacks on the handrail.

• If you must cross the street, wait for a signal from the bus driver and always walk in front of the bus.

• Watch out for traffic.

On the Bus!

• Take a seat right away and sit facing forward.

• Buckle your seat belt if the bus is equipped with them.

• Behave, do not get loud, begin yelling or create disruption which may distract the bus driver.

• Always stay seated while the bus is moving.

• Never stick anything out the window…arms, legs, head, hat, backpacks, or anything else.
