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Reminder of Property Owner Responsibilities

Property owners within the Borough of Tuckerton are reminded of the following:

* All property owners are responsible for maintaining control of grass and weeds on their entire property. Included is the area between sidewalk and curb; and growth in roadway at the curb line. General rule is no growth shall exceed 10” in height and all noxious weeds are prohibited; including vegetation growth on or along a fence line.

* All sidewalks are to be maintained so as not to impede or obstruct pedestrian traffic. This includes, but not limited to, accumulated trash or debris, overgrowing weeds or vegetation and snow.

* Snow or ice shall not remain on the sidewalk for more than 24 hours. No snow or ice shall be cast or deposited into or on any street within the borough.

* The clear display of assigned house numbers is required on every building fronting on any street in the borough; to assist general public and emergency services. Numbers shall be minimum of three (3) inches high, securely fastened on the front wall near entrance or porch, at least 30” above ground level, legible, color contrast with background and clearly visible from street.
 
* Yard, garage, etc. sales are limited to a maximum of 3 per year. A permit is required for each sale. There is currently no cost for a permit. All signs, for a yard sale, shall be removed the day following the sale.

* The Tuckerton Borough Code section 255-44 and the International Residential code 2009 establish various pool regulations, such as set back requirements and other Code regulations. More specifically, all pools with a water depth greater than twenty four (24) inches must be enclosed by a pool enclosure fence, if pool height is less than 48”, Pools 48” or greater may act as the barrier with a self-closing type ladder, must be serviced by a GFI electrical service, and must maintain a setback of at least 10 feet from any property line, and 5 feet from any building.
