Mayor Marshall appointed Beth Obiedzinski-Garvin as a Class IV Citizen member to the Land Use Board for a term to expire 12/31/2027.
Mr. D’Amore motioned, second by Mr. Dupuis to approve a raffle license with waiver of fee to the Episcopal Church on July 20, 2024. It was so moved.

Mr. Peterson motioned, second by Mr. Colangelo to approve a raffle license with waiver of fee to the Pineland 4th of July Committee on July 11, 2024. It was so moved. Mr. Martin abstained.

Mr. Martin stated that the Borough is getting a new website and are looking for original pictures that residents have taken to be used on the new site. He stated that he needs to work on getting a release form together for this.
Mr. Martin, on behalf of the Pride & Celebration Committee, explains the application to be in the 4th of July parade and stated that you can find them online or at Borough Hall. The Pinelands 4th of July Fireworks Committee has their next meeting this Thursday at 7pm at the Hunting Shandy if anyone wants to stop in and see if there is anything you can do to help. He stated that the parade starts at 10am on the corner of Marine Street and Rt. 9 and will end at Great Bay Blvd. He stated that the parade will unfortunately not have a rain date. He continued that the fireworks will start at dusk, which is around 9:15pm. The rain date for the fireworks is 7/6.
Mr. Martin also stated that the town wide yard sale had a good turn out and he believes the Tuckerton Historical Society vendor fair did well also.
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Mr. Martin stated that the Pride & Celebration Committee has the list for the summer concert series at the Seaport. He stated they will all start at 6:30pm and they will take place every Friday in July and the first Friday in August then two more Saturdays in August.

Mr. Dupuis, on behalf of the Environmental Commission, wanted to commend the Tuckerton Garden Club on the street planters on Main Street. He stated that if anyone has any left over top soil or native plants they would like to donate to the club they can drop it off right next to the food pantry. 
Mr. Dupuis also stated that the Borough worked with the DOT along with Chief Olsen to put in a “No Turn on Red” sign at the intersection of Great Bay Blvd. and Rt. 9.

Mr. Colangelo moved, second by Mr. Vreeland that the meeting be opened to the public.



Beth Obiedzinski-Garvin, 209 Cedar Street, stated that Saturday, June 29th is the Adopt-A-Highway Cleanup. It will start at the Borough. Mr. Martin will put up the signs and get the supplies from Public Works.

Anthony Scaglione, 125 Curlew Road, stated that the TBA donated a new life raft for South Green Street Park and installed it. He hopes it does not get vandalized like in the past.

Paul Solimani, 20 Edgewater Drive, stated that Paradise Cove is having a block party on June 22. He stated that the new 44ft boat in their lagoon needs to call channel 73 for clearance. He continued that he ordered the sign for Paradise Cove and it should come in the next couple weeks. Finally he wants to make sure that the Thompson’s Creek dredging permit stays open.

Mr. Vreeland asked if he has gone to Land Use yet for the sign. Mr. Solimani stated that he presented his drawings to Land Use a while back already.


Mrs. Gleghorn stated that she will get him the info on the dredging permit.


Wayne Martin, 121 Santa Cruz Road, stated that he believes the “No Turn on Red” is a good thing however he is worried about all the cars idling waiting for the green light. He suggested maybe putting time limits on the sign.

Chief Olsen stated that originally the sign was supposed to be only for the hours between 7-9am and 2-6pm, however when they put the sign back out and did not inform the borough that was not specified. He stated that he has been in contact with them to put the time limits back into effect.
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Chris Volz, 265 Heron Road, stated that Carolyn Keen posted about not taking pregnant female crabs. She asked if maybe the Borough could put a sign down at the park for this to keep people informed. She also wanted to clarify if cameras were put down at the park. Finally, she stated that ReClam the Bay will be doing their demonstrations down at the park on Thursday between 10-12pm.

Chief Olsen stated that he will reach out to US Fish and Wildlife to see if they have any resources to put down at the park for the crabs. 


He also stated that the Sheriff’s office put a camera down there to monitor the flooding. However, some residents complained so they took it away.


Debra McMunn, 83 Dolphin Road, stated that they really need to get another sign to get out of the beach area and also the speeding is really bad down there too.

Mr. Peterson stated that he agrees that the speeding is bad but the cops are on top of it but unfortunately they are down two officers at the moment so it’s difficult. 


Chief Olsen stated that they are trying to get a traffic study done on South Green Street like they did on Wood Street and Center Street to see what are the best times to patrol in that area. 


Chris Volz stated that a lot of the speeding is from contractor trucks.


Wayne Martin stated that he believes that the Parkway has influenced people to drive faster than they should because the speed limit is not enforced until a certain speed on the Parkway. He also stated that people do not slow down at yellow lights but speed up.

There being no further comments or questions, Mr. Vreeland moved, second by Mr. Martin that the public portion of the meeting be closed.  It was so moved.
Mr. Vreeland moved, second by Mr. Martin that the meeting be adjourned.  The motion was unanimously approved at 7:54 pm.
